There is a full time Clerk to the Council, Lee Breckon, and part time administration assistant, Sue Tomlinson, employed in the office. Three full time 
Ground staff, Graham Hamilton (Supervisor), Roger Grzyb and Graham Bray, who maintain and develop all the open spaces in Parish Council  owner-
ship also on behalf of the County Council they maintain the grass verges within Whetstone. One Caretaker/Litter picker, Sue Croft, who works 10 hours  

per week and one cleaner, Alan Gamble, who works 4 hours per week. 



                    
 

 
This leaflet provides you with a summary of the estimated income and expenditure for Whetstone Parish Council in 
the forthcoming year and compares this with the original budget figures for the 2007/08 year. 
 
The Parish Council provides a range of services for the benefit of the community and receives no funding from 
other authorities or central government, relying almost entirely on the precept paid by parishioners. 
 

Here is an update on a number of projects that are either planned or underway, as well as other developments: 
 
Pavilion – Warwick Road  –  Due to the floodplain being grounds for refusal by the planning authority, further discussions have taken 
place and are scheduled to continue to find a way forward, involving residents and local clubs about the future use and benefit of such 
a facility. 
 
Playground equipment  –  The play equipment on Trinity Road Recreation ground saw the addition in summer of a Goal wall         
encompassing football, basketball and cricket. The ongoing programme of replacing the safety surfaces continues to be provided for. 
A plan for playground development is being put together this year so as to ensure all ages of children are catered for. Also planned is 
youth worker provision to offer our 13 – 19 year olds more evening activities that inspire and challenge them. 
 
Cemetery – The programme of refurbishment and maintenance was condensed into a summer programme and all works are now 
completed.  
 
Councillors are always conscious of the level of tax that villagers are required to pay, which is used directly for the benefit of the    
village. This year, our precept increase is the lowest it has been for many years and equates to a 2.56% rise in the Whetstone parish 
portion of your council tax. This has been possible due to the prudent and planned provisioning in previous years now coming to   
fruition. We hope you feel this represents good value for money.  Further details of the council activities and meetings can be found on 
our  website or overleaf. The council welcomes any comments from parishioners and our contact details are shown below.
