This leaflet provides you with a summary of the estimated income and expenditure for 
Whetstone Parish Council in the forthcoming year and compare this with the original 
budget figures for the 2006/07 year. 
 
The Parish Council provides a range of services for the benefit of the community and      
receives no funding from other authorities or central government, relying almost entirely on 
the precept paid by parishioners 
 
Last year we updated you on a number of projects that were either planned or underway 
and we can update with these and other developments 

-     Pavilion – Warwick Road – Further work is ongoing to develop business plans 
with local clubs about the future use of such a facility.  These will form a key part 
of the grant funding application. 

-     Playground equipment – funds have been allocated to upgrade play equipment 
throughout the village with new safety surfaces and new equipment on the Trinity 
Road Recreation ground 

-     Cemetery – a two year programme is commencing to fund important maintenance 
and improvement work in the cemetery 

 
Councillors are conscious of the level of tax that villagers are required to pay, although the 
parish element of the total council tax is relatively small (last year 6.5%) and is used       
directly for the benefit of the village.  This year, our planned expenditure equates to a 4.3% 
rise in the Whetstone parish portion of your council tax and we hope you feel this        
represents very good value for money.
